— StruServices, summarises a recent
project executed for Yorke Structures.
‘Our most recent project for Yorke was
the AUM (Ammonia, Urea & Melamine)
Complex, a utility facility in Point Lisas,
Trinidad - near the M5000 facility. Within
the facility there was a requirement for
forty eight structures to be delivered,
covering an area of 265 meftres x 334
metres. The interconnecting area
consisted of ten structures totalling
1152 tons of pipe racks. The utility plant
consisted of thirty three structures
totalling 822 tonnes of pipe racks. The
UAN plant consisted of five structures
totalling 676 tonnes consisting of a
compressor house, UAN plant, UAN
storage, nitric acid storage and an
evaporation unit with three pipe racks
linking to the UAN plant & compressor
house. All the structures also included
stairs, platforms, ladders and handrails.
We have developed established
working practises that enable us to
deliver, together with the productivity
of StruCad, a capacity of around
600-1000 tonnes per person per month,
depending on the structure. With
Yorke, all fraditional issues associated
with issuing fabrication drawings &

lists etc were resolved using StruCad
global model management capability,
enabling Yorke to start processing

into the fabrication shop on the day

of issue. In total, we delivered a total
weight of 2650 tonnes to the project.

painting. The workshop is supported
by a fully computerised integrated
engineering design and drafting
department together with other
ancillary support services.
